Types of Accommodation:

	Villa
	a large and luxurious country residence

	Chalet
	a wooden house or cottage with overhanging eaves, typically found in the Swiss Alps

	Guest House
	guest house (also called a bed and breakfast, or B and B (a private house offering accommodation to paying guests)

 (a) Small owner-managed establishment normally providing accommodation, food and drink to residents only, also known in Continental Europe as a pension. See also boarding house.
(b) In the Far East a small state-owned hotel for official guests.

	Boutique hotel
	a small-to-medium size hotel, very modern, fashionable, in interesting buildings and with excellent service

A relatively new designation of hotel accommodation, usually small in scale, privately owned and managed, with the

emphasis on high quality personal service, comfort, decor and design, often operated in a distinctive restored building. 

	Motel
	sometimes called a motor hotel, motor inn or travel hotel 

An establishment providing accommodation and often also other facilities and services primarily for motorists. Originating in North America as a response to growth in
motor travel, early motels were distinguished by low-rise buildings with rooms normally accessible from the outside, adjacent car parking and location in relation to highways.

These features are still characteristic of many motels today but other establishments so called do not differ significantly from hotels with extensive parking facilities, and are sometimesalso known as motor hotels, motor inns and motor
lodges.

	Hotel garni
	the hotel without dining facilities

Type of hotel, particularly common on the Continent of Europe, with restricted facilities and services, normally

confined to the provision of accommodation with breakfast, but sometimes also with limited service of drinks, snacks and light refreshments to residents.

	Hostel
	sometimes called a youth hostel (an establishment that provides cheap food and lodging for a specific group of people, such as students, workers, or travelers

	Commercial hotel/ transit hotel
	a hotel designed specifically for businessmen

	Apartment hotel
	this hotel offer more space and flexibility, rooms are with a kitchen and a bathroom An establishment combining the features of an apartment building and a hotel, i.e., providing furnished accommodation with cooking facilities without service, and also offering such optional facilities as maid service or a restaurant, catering commonly but not exclusively for longer-stay residents. Also known as apartotel.

	Tourist hotel
	a basic 2-star hotel, which is cheap but not comfortable where triple rooms and rollaways  are common.

	inn
	Unlike in earlier times when the term was used, sometimes with legal sanction, to differentiate establishments providing overnight accommodation from taverns and ale-houses,

no specific meaning attaches to it at present. It is used more or less indiscriminately for hotels and also eating outlets without overnight accommodation. Although probably more

commonly applicable to smaller establishments, it is not confined to them, as shown by such companies as Holiday Inns.

	residential hotel 


	A description sometimes used for a hotel accommodating long-term guests who may make it their home.

	Bed and Breakfast
	accommodations for a night and a morning meal, provided in guest houses and small hotels

 (a) An establishment providing sleeping accommodation with breakfast, usually operated by private households and particularly common in the British Isles. Often referred to as a ‘B & B’.

(b) Accommodation tariff which includes sleeping accommodation and Continental or English breakfast, offered by private households as well as commercial establishments..

	
	Many countries have accommodation for travellers and tourists that is unique or special to that country. For example, Gasthaus or Gasthof in Germany, parador in Spain, pousada in Portugal, pension in France, ryokan in Japan, rest house or dormhouse in India, etc.
