Room Categories:

	suite
	varieties of these include a junior suite, a honeymoon suite, a presidential suite, etc.  A series of hotel rooms (bedroom, living room, etc) with connecting doors.

Set of connecting rooms consisting of one or more bedrooms, bathrooms and living rooms and sometimes also additional rooms

such as a dining room. Also used to describe a very large room with separate living and sleeping areas, called junior suite.

	twin
	A hotel room with two small beds (to accommodate two people).

	single
	A hotel room with one small bed (to accommodate one person).

	double
	A hotel room with one large bed.

	dormitory 
	A large room with several beds.

	en suite
	A hotel room with its own bathroom attached. Term used in such descriptions as ‘bedroom with bathroom en suite’ or ‘bedroom with en suite bathroom’, i.e., with private bathroom attached.

	studio room 
	A small room containing a bed that converts to a sofa during the day.

	family room 
	A hotel room with one large bed and two small beds (to accommodate four people)

	triple
	a room with three small beds 

	run of house room 
	the least expensive room, whatever room is available when you check in

	adjoining rooms 
	Rooms in a hotel or another building adjacent to each other without direct access between them.
